Who is involved with the children?
Foster Parents:
This is the temporary placement of a child in state care.  The foster parents play an important role in ensuring that the youth and mentor have a good relationship.  There may be house rules that are relevant to the child and will need to be respected through this relationship. Foster parents are responsible for allowing the youth at least ten hours a month to spend with the mentor. 

Caseworker:
Is the one person assigned to oversee the child from the state.  They are asked to refer youth to participate in the mentor program, provide the foster parent with information regarding the referral that has been made for mentoring. 

Mentors:
Our mentors come from all walks of life and various professional backgrounds.  All mentors are volunteers who have been screened, and will be supported to create a lasting relationship. 
Mentor Director:

The mentor director is responsible for matching the mentor with a youth.  The mentor director also acts as an advocate for the mentor relationship.  The mentor director acts as a direct link between the caseworker and the mentor.
